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Introduction

In alignment with the national vision of transforming the education system through the
National Education Policy (NEP) 2020, Gobindgarh Public College, Alour (Khanna), under the
esteemed affiliation of Panjab University, Chandigarh, successfully organized an 8-day Online
Orientation and Sensitization Program from 17th to 29th July 2025. This UGC-approved
initiative was conducted under the aegis of Malaviya Mission Teacher Training Centre (UGC-
MMTTC) and aimed at sensitizing educators to the philosophical, structural, and functional
reforms outlined in NEP 2020.

The policy’s emphasis on holistic, multidisciplinary, and learner-centric education marks a
paradigm shift in the Indian academic landscape. Understanding the pivotal role of educators
in implementing these reforms at the grassroots level, this training program was designed to
deepen faculty awareness and enhance their readiness to adopt innovative pedagogies,
inclusive approaches, digital tools, and outcome-based practices.

The sessions were led by distinguished academicians, policy experts, and thought leaders from
reputed institutions across the country, covering critical areas such as Inclusive Education,
Research and Development, Skill Integration, Academic Leadership, Indian Knowledge
Systems, and ICT-enabled Teaching. With over 78 participants from 8 states, the program not
only fostered academic enrichment but also created a vibrant platform for cross-institutional
dialogue and collaborative learning.

Each day of the program was carefully structured to include expert lectures, interactive Q&A
rounds, and reflective discussions. To ensure meaningful participation and knowledge
retention, an MCQ-based test was administered at the end of the program, and certificates
were awarded to those who fulfilled the attendance and assessment criteria. This report
presents a comprehensive account of the program’s proceedings, resource contributions, and
key takeaways for future academic implementation of NEP 2020 reforms.

Day 1: 17th July 2025

Theme: Student Diversity and Inclusive Education

The inaugural day focused on Student Diversity and Inclusive Education, one of
the foundational pillars of NEP 2020. Dr. Jyanti Dutta highlighted the policy’s
emphasis on access, equity, and quality education for all learners, especially the
underrepresented and disadvantaged groups (UDGs). She discussed structural
reforms aimed at eliminating disparities and promoting flexible learning.

Dr. Anuradha Sovani emphasized the psychological dimensions of inclusivity. She
explained how educators must be sensitive to learners' mental health, diverse
backgrounds, and varying learning styles. She urged the inclusion of emotional
intelligence and compassion in pedagogy and stressed the critical role of teacher
training in creating inclusive classrooms. The session witnessed active
participation and interaction, laying a strong foundation for the rest of the
program.

Day 2: 18th July 2025

Theme: Research and Development

Resource Person: Prof. Anil Ramachandran, Kannur University

The second day addressed the vital role of research and development in
enhancing educational quality and global competitiveness. Prof. Ramachandran
underscored NEP 2020’s call for a robust research ecosystem in Higher Education
Institutions (HEls). He elaborated on tools and techniques for writing effective
research proposals, interdisciplinary collaboration, ethical standards, and securing
external funding. The importance of integrating research with undergraduate and
postgraduate teaching was also highlighted.

Participants gained insight into the structural reforms proposed by NEP for
promoting research, including the creation of a National Research Foundation

Day 3: 21st July 2025

Theme: Skill Development

Resource Person: Dr. Sabu K. Thomas, University of Calicut

Day three focused on skill-based education and employability. Dr. Sabu K. Thomas
emphasized that HEIs must integrate vocational training, internships, and industry
collaboration in their curriculum.

He discussed the relevance of National Skills Qualifications Framework (NSQF)
and how NEP 2020 proposes to blend theoretical learning with practical
competencies. The talk included examples from international education systems
such as the German Dual Education Model, encouraging participants to explore
contextual adaptations in Indian institutions. Dr. Thomas also explained the role
of Community Colleges and Skill Labs, urging faculty to encourage innovation,
creativity, and hands-on learning through projects and experiential education.

Day 4: 22nd July 2025

Theme: Academic Leadership, Governance, and Management

Resource Persons:Dr. Namrata Sharma, Devi Ahilya Vishwavidyalaya, Indore
Dr. Anand Vardhan Sharma, Banaras Hindu University

This day focused on fostering effective academic leadership and participative
governance in the context of NEP 2020. Dr. Namrata Sharma discussed strategic
thinking, decentralization, and empowering academic leaders to create learner-
centric environments.

Dr. Anand Vardhan Sharma spoke about institutional development, autonomy,
accountability, and leadership qualities essential for navigating the changes
initiated by NEP. The role of Academic Councils and Internal Quality Assurance
Cells (IQACs) in aligning with NEP objectives was emphasized.
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Interactive discussions revolved around practical challenges in governance
reforms and strategies to overcome bureaucratic bottlenecks.

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Day 5: 23rd July 2025

Theme: Higher Education and Society

Resource Person:

Dr. Reetesh Sah, UGC-HRDC, Kumaun University, Nainital

Dr. Reetesh Sah offered a profound lecture on the societal impact of education.
He explained how NEP 2020 envisions higher education institutions (HEls) as
agents of social transformation through community engagement, ethical
leadership, and value-based education.

Dr. Sah traced the evolution of higher education from Edu 1.0 to Edu 4.0,
addressing the shift towards learner autonomy, digital platforms, and outcome-
based learning. He emphasized the synergy between education and societal
development and the importance of nurturing global citizenship in students.

Real-life examples and case studies were shared to highlight the role of HEls in
promoting equity, justice, and environmental responsibility.

Dr. Anuradha Choudry presented the rich intellectual
traditions of India, covering Ayurveda, Yoga, Sanskrit, Indian Logic, Mathematics,
and Philosophy.

She highlighted the need to integrate IKS with modern disciplines without
compromising scientific rigor. Challenges such as lack of resources, teacher
training, and curriculum restructuring were discussed, along with solutions like
digital archiving, translations, and collaborations with research institutions.
